Nature Tots Volunteer
What is a Nature Tots Volunteer?

Nature Tots is a weekly activity session delivered by the Cheshire Wildlife Trust at various sites across our region.  Nature Tots is designed to engage young children (aged 15 months – 5 years) and their parents/guardians with the natural environment.  Sessions involve a variety of activities from nature hunts to story time and natural art and will run:
· Every Tuesday at the Marbury Country Park, Northwich (during term-time) 10am -11.30am.  
· Every Wednesday at Spud Wood, Lymm (during term-time) 10am-11.30am 
· Every Thursday at Moore nature reserve, Warrington (during term-time) 10am-11.30am.  
Ideally you will volunteer at one of the above sites for one ½ day per week. Support will be given to all volunteers by relevant Wild Communities Officer (WCO) and nature tots leader to design and deliver fun activities for Nature Tots.

· Helping enable children and their families to take part in Nature tots activities.
· Reporting any damage or incidents to the WCO
· Becoming familiar with and then following the Cheshire Wildlife Trust’s Health and Safety Policy at all times
This role will suit people who
· Have experience of, or would like to gain experience of, working with young children and their families.
· Are creative and are able to help develop session ideas and activities suitable for Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS). 
· Are enthusiastic and want to engage people, especially children, with the natural environment 
· Have a friendly and patient nature and can make learning fun
· Are happy to be outdoors in all weathers.
· Have some knowledge of resources, which can be used for activities.
